The Cascade Quest Sled Dog Race is the 
only event of its kind in Washington State 
and it’s right here in your own backyard! 
Four competition classes come together for 
a great weekend of fun and fellowship. 
 

 
 
This event provides a unique opportunity to 
showcase your community spirit by 
participating as a spectator, volunteer or 
sponsor. 

Starting and finishing in the easily accessible 
Plain/Lake Wenatchee area, just 2 hours 
east of Seattle, and running over 150 miles 
through the scenic North Cascades, the race 
is designed to test the most experienced 
teams and provide smaller teams with 
challenges of their own.  The 3-day event 
weekend includes daytime and nighttime 
runs and overnight campouts. 

The trail is accessible by snowmobile and 
lower portions by ski and snowshoe 
providing excellent opportunities for 
spectators to view the teams on the trail. 

The Cascade Quest is held by permit 
through the US Forest Service.

150-MILE STAGE CLASS 

The race for the big teams! 12-dog teams 
complete three 50-mile stages.  Join the 
teams and their drivers for a community 
marshmallow roast in the arena at 
Stonewater Ranch (19537 Chiwawa Loop 
Rd) on Friday evening, Jan 29* after their 
completion of the first 50-mile leg of this 3-
day race.  Teams join the other classes for 
an overnight campout at the historic ghost 
town of Trinity on Saturday night. 

75-MILE STAGE CLASS 

The 75-mile stage race is for smaller teams 
of 6 dogs.  Teams complete three 25-mile 
legs over the 3-day race weekend.  Stages 
are designed to provide a challenge for 
teams including night runs and an overnight 
campout at the historic ghost town of Trinity. 

PUREBRED STAGE CLASS 

Purebred 6-dog teams complete two 25-mile 
runs with an overnight campout at Trinity.   

RECREATIONAL CLASS 

For the love of mushing!  Teams of 2 – 6 
dogs and their driver enjoy 12-mile runs 
through the forest during daylight hours.  
This event is open to skijorers.  If you enjoy 
skiing with your dogs please contact the 
Race Director for registration information. 

*Updated start times and locations will be 
available on our website.  On race weekend, 
accurate times will be available at race 
headquarters.  Weather and trail conditions 
will influence start and finish times.

The Lake Wenatchee Recreation Club is 
located 4.4 miles north of the US Hwy 2/Hwy 
207 North junction (Cole’s Corner).  Follow 
207 North to Chiwawa Loop Road and bear 
right.  Look for Recreation Club/State 
Emergency Airport sign on your left.  Free 
parking for spectators will be along the 
closed portion of Chiwawa Loop Rd.  Please 
look for signs and parking attendants to 
guide you. 

For snowmobilers: Sno-Parks are located to 
the west of the club at the Airstrip Sno-Park 
and to the east at Fish Lake Sno-Park.  Sno-
Park Permits, available at USFS ranger 
stations and area retailers are required.
