Thank you for your entry in the 2011 Cascade Quest Sled Dog Race. We are looking forward to a safe race and a fun time had by all! Please note the following information as you plan:

1. OFFICIAL ENTRY PACKET: Your Official Entry Packet includes this cover letter, the Official Race Rules, a Mushers Event Schedule, a Local Business List, and Driving Directions. These 5 documents are also available online at http://cascadequest.com/Musher_Information.html. All documents are subject to change; any updates will be posted online. A hardcopy of the Race Rules will be provided to all mushers at the Mushers Meeting for their class.

2. VET CHECK & MANDATORY MUSHERS MEETING(S): Please see the Mushers Event Schedule for the times for your class. The Thursday Jan 27th Mushers Meeting will include a free pizza feed for Mushers, Handlers, and Key Volunteers only.

3. LODGING SPECIAL: The nearby 59er Diner and Cabins is offering a stay 3 nights and the 3rd night is half off deal on their cabins. Reservations MUST be made by calling the diner at 509-763-B-Bop (2267) and it is IMPORTANT that you say you are with the Cascade Quest.
4. FRIDAY BREAKFAST: The 59er Diner and Cabins opens for breakfast at 7am. Stop by for a hot meal and beat the rush for farm fresh eggs!

FRIDAY LUNCH: Mushers, handlers and volunteers are invited to enjoy a soup and bread lunch provided by the Friends of Chelan County Fire District 9 after arriving back at the Stonewater Ranch checkpoint on Friday.  Lunch will be served in the red barn adjacent to the arena.  Enjoy a hot bowl of soup, warm up around the fire & toast some marshmallows!
6. FRIDAY DINNER & SPONSOR RECOGNITION EVENT:
a. NEW! A special night for the Cascade Quest!  All mushers and volunteers are invited to the vintage 1944 "Skiland" barn at Pine River Ranch Bed and Breakfast on Friday evening at 6pm for a special dinner and program to honor our sponsors.  The Cascade Quest would not take to the trails without their generous support!  This is the perfect opportunity to meet and mingle with our sponsors and members of the community.  They want to meet you too in this relaxed atmosphere at the conclusion of the Friday’s race activity!
